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PREMIER WINS THE MONOPOLY ON LEEDS BOARD

Leeds-based taxi firm Premier Licensed Private Hire has won a space on the brand new Leeds edition of the best-selling board game Monopoly. 

Premier’s place on the board is duly deserved, as not only are they the largest private hire firm in Leeds, but one of their drivers, Jason Bunn, is the only British winner of the Monopoly World Championships. 

Jason Bunn, who was crowned world champion in 1985, said: “I’ve loved Monopoly since I was a youngster – and I took an even bigger interest in it when I started winning! I’m thrilled that Premier is on the board.” 

Premier was initially approached by manufacturer Winning Moves UK 18 months ago about appearing on the board, which was launched in October 2008. Premier is the only private hire company to be featured on the new board.

Andrew Newdall, director of Premier Licensed Private Hire, explained: “We didn’t know at that point that Jason was a former world Monopoly champion, so that came as a nice surprise.

“We wanted to be part of Leeds’ history in the future, and I felt that our association with such a well-known game would reflect the size and scope of Premier, as well as continuing to make us the number one choice for customers in Leeds and beyond. 

“Our drivers and staff are the best in the business and customers know they can trust us to provide an excellent service. Over the last 11 years we have grown from a fleet of 40 cars to over 350 cars – we’ve always been a great company, and now we can say we’re the biggest and best.

“Our space on Monopoly: Leeds has exceeded all our expectations – I’m very pleased indeed,” he said.  

Monopoly: Leeds is manufactured by Winning Moves UK and is now available at major high-street stockists nationwide (RRP £24.99). 

“When we heard that one of Premier’s drivers is a former world Monopoly champion, we couldn’t resist putting Premier on the board – the company was also a popular choice with people in Leeds,”  said the game's national promoter Graham Barnes, who is Leeds-based.

Premier occupies the space of the electricity company (£150) on the Monopoly: Leeds board. Harewood House appears in place of Mayfair and can be bought for £400, with Roundhay Park replacing Whitechapel Road (£60). Other Leeds landmarks on the board include Temple Newsham (£100), the Royal Armouries (£120), Clarence Dock (£260), and Millennium Square (£350).

The final was held in Atlantic City, USA.
